The XCreatel C can generate BadAtom, BadColor, BadPixmap, and BadWindow errors.
XDestroyl C destroys the specified input context.

The XIM OfI C function returns the input method associated with the specified input context.

BadColor A value for a Colormap argument does not name a defined Colormap.
